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LECTURE SEASON KICKS-OFFWITH THE BIG DIG

Highway to the Past: The Archaeology of Boston's Big Dig

Ann-Eliza H. Lewis, Ph.D., Assistand Director, Commonwealth Museum, Boston, will be the first lecturer of the new season on Tuesday, September 17, at 7:30 PM, when she will discuss Highway to the Past: The Archaeology of Boston's Big Dig.

Boston's Big Dig is the largest highway construction project in the world; it was also the impetus for archaeological research that has led to some of the most significant archaeological discoveries in Boston's history. Dr. Lewis will present an illustrated tour of the archaeological sites excavated in Charlestown, the North End, South Boston, and on Spectacle Island as part of the Big Dig project. She will highlight the most exciting finds and tell the stories of several intriguing Boston residents based the results of the archaeological research.

Ann-Eliza Lewis is the Archaeological Collections Manager at the Massachusetts Historical Commission in charge of the curation of the Commonwealth's archaeological collections and the Assistant Director of the Commonwealth Museum. She has a Ph.D. in archaeology from Boston University and is a specialist in New England historical archaeology.

Lewis holds a Ph.D., Archaeological Studies from Boston University, an M.A., Anthropology from the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs, Syracuse University, and a B.A., Anthropology, Minor: Religious Studies, University of Rochester, Rochester, New York.

In addition to her work noted above, she has also done archaeological work for the Watson Farm, Jamestown, Rhode Island.,with the Society for the Preservation of New England Antiquities: at the Carr Site, Casey Farm Archaeological Project, Saunderstown, RI. In addition she was involved with archaeological work at The Spencer-Peirce-Little House, in Newbury, the Nantucket African Meeting House, Nantucket, the Santa Rosa Archaeological Project, Santa Rosa, Guatemala. Fracisco Estrada Belli, PI, "The Vale," The Lyman Estate, Waltham, and many others. Lewis has taught at U. Mass. Boston, Boston University, Rhode Island College, and Syracuse University. She has had extensive professional involvement with Archaeological organizations and publications, and is author in a number of books and editor of still more. In 2001 she edited the book Highway to the Past: The Archaeology of Boston's Big Dig. Massachusetts Historical Commission, Boston, MA.

She is a member of the Society for Historical Archaeology, Council for Northeast Historical Archaeology, Conference on New England Archaeology, and the New England Museum Association.

The lecture is open at no cost to members. Non-member admission cost is $5.

PAGLIUCA GETS DVAC GRANT FOR TOWN PHOTO PROJECT

Joe Pagliuca has received a grant from the Dedham Visionary Access Corporation to carry forward his documentation of Dedham through photography. The Society will benefit from his work as Dedham's scenes today, are tomorrow's history. Photos taken will be part of the Historical Society's collections. Joe said that the DVAC grant will let him carry cameras and film ready for indoor as well as outdoor pictures when he has the opportunity.

The son of Carmen Pagliuca of Dedham and Philomena Capon Pagliuca, Joe has just celebrated his 87th birthday. His wife was Marjorie Basto, a descendant of the family known as Bearstowe or Bearstoe, among the original Dedham settlers.

This is the third year that Joe has been helping the Society. With his personal papers, he has donated school photos from Oakdale, Avery and Ames Junior High schools, and Dedham High School in the 1930s. Thanks to his remarkable memory, he has been able to name a majority of the students, in order to label these photographs. This year Joe has already donated more than 80 current photographs of Dedham.

Joe has encouraged many others to donate historical records and photographs to the Society. He says "So many records, books and papers are thrown out when schools or town departments move, businesses close, or children inherit a family home. All of those things should be taken to the Historical Society to save what is valuable."
