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HOLTON TO LECTURE ON RARE FOLK ART – MARCH 11

Randall Holton, the preeminent scholar of American sandpaper paintings, will present a lecture titled Nineteenth-century Sandpaper Paintings:  A Forgotten Branch of American Folk 

Art
Sandpaper paintings were extremely popular in mid-nineteenth-century America.  Created by the thousands primarily during the 1840s, 50s, and 60s, this once familiar art form has been largely overlooked in recent studies of American folk art.  This lecture with accompanying slides is an attempt to recapture the artistic imagination that created these images and provide a glimpse into a forgotten art.
Randall Holton is the preeminent scholar of American sandpaper paintings.  He curated, along with his wife Tanya, the exhibition Marble Dust and Magic Lakes, which has traveled nationally, and has written articles on American art for various publications, including The Magazine Antiques.  He is now completing a book on the history of sandpaper paintings.

NEW EXHIBIT INSTALLED

A exhibit titled A Sample of Recent Acquisitions has been installed in the Society’s museum.  One case includes military related memorabilia from the collection of former Ambassador and Society President, Galen L. Stone, including his uniforms and photos, along with that of his mother, Bertha Lea Stone.  Another case includes memorabilia from the Family Service of Norfolk County, which recently dissolved.  A third case displays a wide range of items received, such as an important Fairbanks Foster made silver baby cup, Dedham High School memorabilia, Gyllenberg and Swanson copper, rare Dedham Pottery, and a marvelous beaded costume from circa 1850.

Two cases are devoted to library and archival acquisitions, and include books, photographs and maps.

Virtually all items have been donated to the Society within the last year.

Special arrangements have been made for an extraordinary collection of Eskimo Dolls to be installed from May to September.  Due to its size, many of the dolls will be in their own freestanding cases.

DEDHAM ON NATIONAL T.V.
By the time you receive this Newsletter, The Practice will have aired a segment in which current day Dedham was seen.  In addition, prop photos of the Dedham courthouses, interior and exterior images, from the Society’s collection, were shown.

Because of the Society’s extensive collection of photographs, we frequently have requests from publishers, television producers, and others for photographs of a wide variety of items.  The Practice needed turn-of-the-century interior and exterior photographs of the Dedham courthouses.  The interior images are extremely rare, but we had them and now the world has seen them.
